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A number of threatened transient marine fauna
have been recorded in the area including the
Southern Right Whale and Leatherback Turtle.
Other marine mammals recorded in the area

é"@ include the Humpback Whale, Andrew’s Beaked
Whale, Pilot Whale, Sperm Whale, Goose-beaked
Whale, Common Dolphin and Bottlenose
Dolphin. Maintain safe distances around marine
mammals.
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
