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Register of adjustment numbers 
Under Section 23 of the Fisheries Regulations 2019 the Victorian Fisheries Authority must establish and keep a register that sets out the value of the adjustment number of licences for each class of access licence.
The maximum number of licences that may be issued for a class of access licence (as per column 5 in the table below) is the base number defined in the regulations (as per column 3), less the adjustment number (as per column 4) for that class of licence*.
The adjustment number for a class of access licence is the total number of licences of that class that, since the commencement of these Regulations, have— 
(a) not been renewed within the 2-month period immediately following the date on which any fee, royalty or levy was due in respect of that class of licence; and 
(b) been consolidated with another licence of that class; and 
(c) been cancelled.
